

Self-Administration of Emergency Medication Authorization

Wilmington Christian School policy and State of Delaware Department of Education permits middle and high school students to carry and self-administer medication only for the treatment of life threatening illness such as asthma, anaphylaxis, and diabetes.  Written parental authorization must be on file with the school nurse in order for a student to carry and self-administer medication in these circumstances.  Authorization must be renewed annually.
